shop" 

●​Understanding and answering  
     simple ‘why’ questions.  
●​Beginning to extend our sentences by using 

‘because’ or ‘and’.  
●​Continuing to practise  

     following simple instructions.  
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As artists we will be: 
●​Beginning to access our own  

     resources to create our own designs.  
 

As musicians we will be: 
●​Tapping out rhythms using different instruments.  
●​Singing our favourite nursery rhymes: Incy Wincy 

Spider, Mary Mary quite contrary

●​Continuing to work on sharing skills and 

turn taking.  
●​Practising responding to our friends 

feelings, and learning ways to  
    help a friend in need.
